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SUNDT FOUNDATION AWARDS $68,868 TO LOCAL NONPROFITS
A Total of 26 Phoenix Organizations Named Recipients of Quarterly Grants
PHOENIX (Nov. 30, 2011) - Sundt Construction, Inc.’s Phoenix employees have selected 26 local nonprofit organizations to receive Sundt Foundation grants totaling $68,868 this quarter . The Sundt Foundation was established by Sundt in 1999 to give its employee-owners a means of giving back to their communities. It provides financial support to nonprofit organizations dedicated to improving the lives of disadvantaged children and adults. Most grants are made to organizations in the communities where Sundt has offices and construction projects. The Foundation is primarily funded by contributions from Sundt employees and company matching. To date, the organization has awarded more than $4 million in donations to organizations throughout Arizona, California, Texas and beyond. Here’s a closer look at the Phoenix organizations that recently received funding.

$5,000 Grant Recipients (5)

Diocesan Council for the Society of St. Vincent De Paul of Phoenix will use funds to help to financially support the Society of St Vincent de Paul, Phoenix’s Ozanam Manor, a transitional housing program for elderly and disabled homeless people released from hospitals, living in emergency shelters or living on the streets.
Operation Homefront of Arizona, Inc. will allocate the grant to provide funding to their clients and their children when they face financial hardships due to deployment and/or being wounded while serving. They offer financial assistance to our Arizona military, their families and our returning wounded warriors.
St. Joseph the Worker will use the funds to will support the Job Development, Placement and Retention Program, which helps homeless and other disadvantaged individuals secure quality employment.

St. Mary’s Food Bank Alliance will use the funding to expand its Kid Café program, which alleviates child hunger by providing children, ages 5-18, with a nutritious meal in a safe environment. Sites offer children homework assistance and a chance to exercise their talents in art and sports.
YWCA Maricopa County will use the grant to purchase food products and supplies for the nutritious meal services offered to seniors at the Valley West Senior Center in Glendale , and surrounding food program locations.
$4,000 Grant Recipients (2)
Central Arizona Shelter Services will utilize funding to provide developmental childcare and after-school programs for homeless children staying at the Vista Colina emergency family shelter.
Homeward Bound will allocate funds to provide shelter, food, clothing and childcare to homeless children participating in the Homeward Bound (HB) program.
$3,868 Grant Recipient (1)

Waste Not, Inc. will use the grant to underwrite the cost of fuel and oil for an expanded fleet of refrigerated trucks in 2012. Waste Not operates as a middle-man, rescuing perishable food from 123 food donors and delivering it the same day to 106 schools and organizations that feed and empower our hungry neighbors.
$3,000 Grant Recipients (4)
A New Leaf, Inc. will use funds to support the La Mesita Shelter program, Phoenix's only East Valley Shelter for homeless families with children.
CHW Foundation East Valley will use the grant to provide dental/vision and hearing care for underserved children to improve quality of life for our children.
Foundation for Blind Children will use funds to purchase sports equipment for blind and visually impaired students to encourage movement and participation in physical activities. The grant will be used to purchase tricycles, scooters and helmets, as well as a power showdown table for adaptive sports and recreation students.
Gabriel's Angels will allocate the grant to expand current pet therapy program by recruiting, training and placing two pet therapy teams delivering pet therapy to abused, neglected and at risk children.

$2,500 Grant Recipients (2)
Community Bridges, Inc. will be used to build a playroom for children who live with or visit their mothers on the weekends at the Center for Hope Program, a crisis and detox facility for Arizona families.
West Valley Child Crisis Center, Inc. will use the funds to for the Foster Care & Adoption program. The grant will cover costs for materials for our ongoing required licensing trainings and family events.
$2,000 Grant Recipients (3)
Arizonans for Children, Inc. will utilize grant funds to help pay rent for Children’s Visitation Centers in Phoenix, Peoria and Mesa. These facilities provide a safe, comfortable, home-like environment specially designated for supervised visitations so that foster children can establish and maintain the best possible relationship with non-custodial parents and family, and possibly reunite the family.
FOR Maricopa will use the grant for back-to-school program to provide school supplies for the children in families that are assisted from the food bank. Any remaining funds will go to the annual Christmas program.
The Suicide Prevention Center, Inc. (EMPACT) will use the grant to fund the "Building Resiliency in Youth" program, a school-based program that helps at-risk youth build resiliency and learn healthy coping skills, using the "I Can Problem Solve" (ICPS) evidenced-based curriculum.
$1,000 Grant Recipients (9)

About Care, Inc. will use the grant for the following services to the homebound: transportation (mainly to medical appointments), friendly visits, reassurance phone calls, and respite for caregivers, minor home repair, shopping and errands, and a new computer assistance program.
Area V Community Asset and Resource Enterprise will allocate the grant to support a tutor/mentor program for at-risk youth called CARE Partnership with Youth (CPWY). This comprehensive program focuses on academic success, helping youth make positive life choices that includes civic responsibility.
Arizona Literacy and Learning Center, Inc. will use the funds for the Reading Therapy Program, which provides children with dyslexia and other reading disabilities with reading intervention therapy through after-school sessions provided by certified, reading specialist-endorsed teachers.
Clifton R. Lewis Good Life Foundation will use the grant to purchase equipment for special needs children with Muscular Dystrophy . Most equipment is not covered by insurance or MDA.
Duet Partners in Health & Aging, Inc. (Children's Issues) will use the funds to provide critically needed services to grandparents and the children they are raising. By supporting these families, we will keep children out of foster care. Funds will lead to legal services, respite, support groups, accurate benefit information, and group activities for families.
Duet Partners in Health & Aging, Inc. (Adult Issues) will allocate the grant to help Duet (formerly Beatitudes Center DOAR) provide 40,000 hours of support services and 5,000 escorted transportation trips to 750 homebound seniors and adults with disabilities living in the metro Phoenix area.
Neighbor to Neighbor - CYCIC will use the funding for an additional stipend for those who drive multiple trips per week helping to serve the disadvantage, disabled and homebound adults and senior providing critical transportation and services in a semi-rural and rural area with more than 800 clients.
The Welcome to America Project will use the grant to furnish the bare apartments of 12 refugee families/60 individuals resettling in Maricopa County with high-quality home furnishings and home essentials.
Time Out, Inc. will use the funds to remain the county’s sole provider of comprehensive domestic violence services for women and children, including: bilingual crisis hotline services; shelter beds and basic essentials; assistance with accessing health care; personalized support; legal advocacy; education and therapeutic services; employment assistance; transitional housing; and post-shelter support.
