Stanford Settlement, Inc. will use the funds to replace the roofs on walkways outside of the bathrooms that have been repaired many times but continue to leak in facilities that service severely neglected and abused children, ages 6-15.

Canine Companions for Independence will use the funds to continue to provide skilled companion dogs to children with disabilities. 
Families First, Inc. will use funds to direct childcare services at the Yolo Crisis Nursery, the only facility of its kind in the county that provides a safe haven for children up to 5 years of age who are at risk of abuse. 
Liliput Children's Services will allocate the funds provide clinical services and parenting support for kinship families - where the children are being raised by grandmothers, aunts and others instead of the parents
Make-A-Wish Foundation of Sacramento will use funding to provide magical wish experiences for children with life-threatening medical conditions.
Sierra Forever Families will use the grant to help focus on hard-to-place children who leave Child Protective Services and need loving families to care for them.
The Gardens Family Care Community Center, Inc. will use the funds to provide a safety net program for disadvantaged, at-risk, homeless/displaced/aged out of foster care system youth, many of whom sleep on the streets of Sacramento.
