Casa de Amparo will utilize funds to support their Children’s Shelter, which provides food, clothing, shelter, education, and medical attention to disadvantaged children, ages 6-17, affected by child abuse and neglect in San Diego County.
Fresh Start Surgical Gifts will help fund one Surgery Weekend Cycle, which provides free, comprehensive medical treatments to disadvantaged children with physical deformities.
Monarch High School Project will use the grant to support the homeless students at Monarch, including health and dental care, food and clothing, and more.

Elizabeth Hospice Foundation will use the money to provide hospice services to uninsured and underinsured patients.

Barrio Logan College Institute will use the funds to promote the pursuit of higher education by first-generation, college-bound and traditionally disadvantaged students through after-school programs.
Burn Institute will allocate the grant to support the Institute's Camp Beyond the Scars for children recovering from severe burn injuries. 
Just in Time for Foster Youth will use funding to help transitioning foster youth with opportunities for self-sufficiency through emergency support, essential resources, and caring personal guidance.

Hospice of the North Coast will use the grant to fund Camp HOPE, a daylong event of therapeutic healing for grieving children, teens and their families who have suffered the death of a loved one.
