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SUNDT FOUNDATION AWARDS $46,000 TO LOCAL NONPROFITS
Thirteen Tucson Organizations Named Recipients of Quarterly Grants
TUCSON, Ariz. (Nov. 30, 2011) - Sundt Construction, Inc.’s Tucson employees have selected 13 local nonprofit organizations to receive Sundt Foundation grants totaling $46,000 this quarter. The Sundt Foundation was established by Sundt in 1999 to give its employee-owners a means of giving back to their communities. It provides financial support to nonprofit organizations dedicated to improving the lives of disadvantaged children and adults. Most grants are made to organizations in the communities where Sundt has offices and construction projects. The Foundation is primarily funded by contributions from Sundt employees and company matching. To date, the organization has awarded more than $4 million in donations to organizations throughout Arizona, California, Texas and beyond. Here’s a closer look at the Tucson organizations that recently received funding.


$5,000 Grant Recipients (5)

Casa de los Niños will use the funds to support the Crisis Shelter Program (CSP) which provides 24/7 shelter care and services to child victims of abuse/neglect, children at risk for maltreatment due to unsafe conditions in their home.
Child & Family Resources, Inc. will allocate the funds to enable 63 disadvantaged children to attend their after school program which is run in five schools. Cuts in childcare subsidies have made after school programs unaffordable to the working poor.
JobPath, Inc. is a workforce development organization that sponsors low-income Pima County residents in long-term education and job training.
Scientek 12, Inc. will use the funds to train students in scientific thinking and engineering design, with a high priority placed on schools in poverty areas and those with under-represented populations.
St. Elizabeth's Health Center - Catholic Community Services will allocate funds to assist low-income adults and children with dental care. It is very difficult for adults and children to maintain health and be successful at school or work with poor oral health.

$4,000 Grant Recipient (1)

Tucson Jewish Community Center will utilize funding to send young adults with special needs to the Taglit Winter Camp, which provides a stimulating, enriching and high quality program for those adults who are in high school but on Winter Break, and with limited options for stimulation during this time. 
$3,000 Grant Recipients (3)

Community Food Pantry of Benson Arizona will use the funding to ease hunger in the Benson area by enabling the Pantry to maintain an adequate food inventory to sustain the needs of the community in these difficult financial times.

Compass Health Care, Inc. will use the grant to fund Clean and Sober Theatre (CAST), a substance abuse prevention program comprising youth whose lives have been impacted by addiction in low-income middle schools that also include a six-week workshop series.
Exodus Community Services, Inc. the funds will be used to help those who desire to live a productive, clean and sober lifestyle and rebuild their lives by providing the necessities, such as bus passes for job- seeking opportunities, medical/mental health services, hygiene supplies, drug test kits and food.
$2,000 Grant Recipients (4)
Big Brothers Big Sisters of Tucson, Inc. will utilize the funds to help increase outreach efforts to recruit additional mentors to be paired with at-risk children. 
Boy Scouts of America - Catalina Council will allocate the grant to support Scout reach, which specifically targets at-risk boys in ages of 7-14 years old.
CASA Court Appointed Special Advocates Support Council for Pima County will use the funds to help continue its programing. CASAs are appointed by Juvenile Court Judges to advocate for a specific child or children in foster care. The Council has contracted with two professional tutoring companies to provide tutors for CASA children.
Sahuaro Girl Scout Council, Inc. funds will be allocated to ensure that the most vulnerable girls in our community have the resources necessary to participate in the Girl Scout Leadership Experience.
